Each spirit harbours some connection
with the duo's fascination with sunvival:
'The Reconnaissance Man' is attached
to four parachutes, 'The Traveller is the
quy loaded up with felt suitcases, whilst
'The Bale Maker istugging blodks of
bundled, used clothes. '"Not vintage.'
Lucy clarifies, 'the clothes were
salvaged from surplus stores.

The artists also took to the streets of
Rome to create a video that brings the
arbwork to life on real people in the
middle of the sunny, chaotic city. The
action is accompanied by a hypnotic
poetic soundtrack by Mario Petrucci.

"We like to take art outside of museums
and have it integrated into society in
some way,' remarks Lucy. Oddly, the live
art-filming barely caused a blip in
Rome's traffic infested streets. 'There are
so many film crews in Rome, they
probably thought we were a stage set.
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
